INSURANCE

4.1
Entrants and/or drivers must have valid insurance covering them against liability for both personal injury to, and damage to property of third parties on public roads of the rally.
It is entrants and/or drivers responsibility to arrange such insurance and/or extend to existing insurance as necessary.
Entrants and/or drivers will be required to sign and declare that they are covered by such insurance (see article 4.3). Any failure to sign a declaration shall mean that the car in question shall not be permitted to start.

4.2
In the individual entry fee the premium for the insurance of liability of competitors and drivers is included.
Summary:
-
The organiser has made arrangements to insure entrants and drivers against third party risks while taking part in such parts of the rally as are held on private lands or on roads specifically closed for the purpose. The indemnity provided under this special insurance is maximum € 2.500.000,- covering any incident or occurrence.
-
The own-risk for the competitor is € 1000,- per incident or occurrence.
This cover will come into effect at the start of the rally and it will cease at the finish of the rally or at the moment of retirement, exclusion or disqualification.

Indemnity clause.


Entrants and drivers will be required to sign the following declaration:

I declare that I am physically and mentally fit to take part in the rally and I am competent to do so.
I acknowledge that I understand the nature and type of the competition and the potential risk inherent with motor sport and agree to accept that risk.
The organiser, sponsors, officials and marshals of the event, and also the KNAF on one side are not liable against competitor (entrant and drivers) for any damage at all with respect to participation in this event, while at the other side competitor will hold harmless the organiser, sponsors, officials and marshals of the event, and also the KNAF against all damages and liabilities to third parties.
I declare that the use of the vehicle hereby entered will be covered by insurance as required by the law which is valid for such part of this rally as shall take place on roads not belonging to a special stage
I declare that I hold a full valid driving licence. In case the 2nd driver cannot produce a full valid driving licence and a valid 1st drivers’ competition licence the 1st and 2nd driver declare not to change function. ”

ADVERTISING

Compulsory Advertising.

Any offence against the above mentioned rules (art. 8.2. and 8.3.1.) will be considered as an offense against reconnaissance rules and will be penalised as follows:

1st offence: a 2 minute time penalty.

2nd offence: non-admission to the start of the rally.
The decision of the organizing committee or Clerk of the Course will be final.
Such decision can be made irrespective whether or not Police and/or officials have taken any sanction and irrespective of the outcome of such action.

There is no right of protest or appeal and the entry fees will not be refunded

8.4
Speed and speed checks.
During the reconnaissance of the special stages, it is forbidden to drive on roads of the special stages at a speed which exceeds the maximum speed limits, permitted by traffic laws.
Police and marshals will monitor the behaviour of the competitors during the reconnaissance, using visual, electronic, photographic or video methods.
Offences will be reported to the Clerk of the Course who may, based on the evidence, impose penalties that may go as far as refusal to start.
During the reconnaissance of the special stages the competitors have to follow the Dutch traffic rules. However the obtained permits for the rally the maximum speed on the special stages during reconnaissance has been limited to 60 km/h, unless the local traffic rules impose a lower maximum speed.
Reconnaissance is allowed with a standard car as well as with the competition car.

During reconnaissance it is strictly forbidden to drive the special stages in opposite direction, offense will be penalized with a fine of € 100,-.

In accordance with article 19.5.1.1 of the SRR an alternative start method may be applied making use of a starting lights countdown system. This will be electronically coupled and synchronized with a start detection device (beam of light) located in front of the starting line. The breaking of the beam prior to the starting signal shall be deemed a false start.
Should the electronic system be inoperative, the primary system as outlined in article 19.5.1. of the General Prescriptions will apply.

11.7.1 Service Area:

Only one service car per competitor will be to the service area. This car should be equipped with the special sign for service cars.

11.7.5
Reconnaissance
Registration procedure and use of the reconnaissance car:
Any competitor not in compliance with art. 8.1.1 and 8.1.2 of these regulations will be have to pay a fine of € 100,- for every infringement.


11.7.6 Reconnaissance:
The maximum speed during the reconnaissance is 60 km/hr. See also art 8.4 of these regulations.

11.7.7 Reconnaissance 
During reconnaissance it is forbidden to driven on the special stages in the opposite direction. A cash penalty of € 100,- will be imposed per incident.

11.7.8 Traffic rules:

-1st infringement: a cash penalty of maximum € 250,- In case of speeding infringement the organization will always impose the maximum penalty.

-2nd infringement: a time penalty of 5 minutes driving time.

-3rd infringement: exclusion from the event.

In all cases of infringement of the rules for maximum speed, with a speed more than 50 % higher than   the maximum permitted speed, the competitor concerned will be excluded from the event. This article takes the place of SRR 11.1.

In case of infringement of traffic rules during reconnaissance, penalties will be given as mentioned as these supplementary regulations art.8.1
